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High PI Counts?

There are three items of the CIP Receiver Group you ought to clean manually now and then
1) Air Injector

Most of our air injectors are installed on a 3” x 2” x 3” T right next to the 3” butterfly valve. Theoretically there’s a minor area that the wash water might not reach during the wash cycle, namely the vertical 2” leg, together with the 2” part of the injector itself. 

As the wash solution accumulates ahead of the butterfly valve, it can leave an air pocket in the 2” portion of the assembly. When the injector opens it blows the water down the pipe, so maybe it never washes that area.

Solution – turn the air injector on it’s side. Just loosen the clamps a bit and turn it 90 dgr.

You also need to change the cloth filter of the injector regularly, like once a week. Order from TechForAg.

2) Air Blow Adapter

There’s a similar phenomena in the air blow adapter. As it is always part of the check valve you can’t turn it sideways. Take it apart once in a while and hand scrub it. You also need to change the little paper filter, once a week. Order a pack of 50 from TechForAg.

3) Vacuum Supply Pipe to the Moisture Trap

Every once in a while the moisture trap floods, for whatever reason. Even if the ball shuts off the vacuum supply very well, some fumes and residues sneak by and into the PVC pipe. 

You can either take a Scotch Brite pad and scrub the pipe maybe 8” up, if you can reach in there after you open the moisture trap.

Or cut the PVC Pipe 8” above the Moisture Trap, inspect and clean both up and down.  Reconnect the PVC Pipe with a rubber coupling you can get at the local Hardware store.
