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Moisture Management


1) Open Tank Drains every 1st of the month. There should never be any moisture. If there is, call for service.
2) If you have our Twin Tower Driers you may also have a Moisture Indicator – should always be blue. If there’s moisture in the system color turns pink. Call for service.
3) Filter next to Twin Tower Drier (on the ‘Out’ side of the drier) serves no primary purpose. We added it to guard against the remote possibility of dust from the drying medium of the towers getting into the equipment in the parlor. Should never happen. This filter should never contain moisture. If it does, call for service.
4) Check oil levels in the compressor pump every 1st of the month. If low add only approved Compressor oil. Affects warranty. We have available.
5) Compressors are set to kick in at 115 psi, out at 135 psi. Brisket Bars and Crowd Gate run at about 100 psi. Automatic TakeOffs at 70 psi. Lower pressure settings prolong compressor life. Compressors run quieter, cooler and consume less oil.
